DEPART LOS ANGELES

It is from a staircase leading from the Temple of Athena that the magnificent 10,000 seat theater will be seen. Continue to Izmir to visit the Polycarp Church and then drive to Kusadasi. Dinner and overnight.





Saturday, June 25, 2011


KUSADASI/EPHESUS/


HOUSE OF THE VIRGIN MARY/


START OF CRUISE


After breakfast we depart our hotel and drive to Ephesus. Ephesus is the best combination of Greek, Roman and Byzantine civilizations. You will visit the Temples of Hadrian and Domitian, the Library of Celsius and the great theatre with a capacity of 24,000 spectators. Continue to visit the House of the Virgin Mary in Bulbul Dag (Nightingale Mountain) and visit the chapel erected at this traditional site where the Virgin Mary spent her last days of her life, with St. John taking care of her.  Drive to Kusadasi to board our cruise ship. We depart Kusadasi at 12.00 noon.  The first stop of the cruise is Patmos where the exiled St. John wrote the Book of Revelation.
